Methods for completing the registrations:

a. Print the registration. Complete it. Drop it at the Stonebridge Club administrative offices or in the Activity Cart in the foyer at the Stonebridge Club along with the non-refundable permit fee of $25.
b. Save the registration on your computer under its own name. Complete the form (type on the gray areas) on your computer. Save the document and email it to smicciche@pinehills.com and drop the non-refundable permit fee payment to Sheila Micciche at The Stonebridge Club or mail it to her c/o Pinehills LLC 33 Summerhouse Drive, Plymouth, MA 02360. Payment must be received within ten days of receipt of the email application or the application will be null and void.
c. Stop by the Stonebridge Club for a printed copy of the application.

d. Checks for the permit fee should be made payable to Pinehills Landowners Association Inc.

Permits are issued pursuant to the Rules and Regulation of the Pinehills Landowners Association, including but not limited to, specifically, Section 4, Pond Amenity Rules.  Permits will be granted on a first-come, first served basis until all racks are filled.  At that point, a waiting list will be compiled. Permits will not be issued without a completed application and payment of the non-refundable permit fee. 

Permit holders will not be assigned a specific space on the rack.
Motorized boats of any kind are not permitted to be stored at the Great Island Pond Amenity Area. There is no boat storage of any kind at Clam Pudding Pond.  

Permits, in the form of a sticker, are issued on a seasonal basis, beginning in April and expire on October 31st   Adhere your sticker on the portside of the bow. 
Residents who remove their boat prior to the end of the season, must notify the PHLOA administrative offices so that a resident on the waiting list may be given the space. Permits are non-transferrable. 

Residents are required to remove their boat(s) from the Amenity no later than the close of business on November 1, 2010.  No Boats are permitted to remain at the storage area during the off season. 

Boats left at the Great Island Pond Amenity Area without the proper registration and permit sticker will be removed from the area and assessed a removal fee. 

Use of the boat storage is at the sole risk of the permit holder. Residents may provide their own chain and lock for their boat.  Pinehills Landowners Association is not responsible for any personal property damage, theft or loss.
